1.  Other Surveys

EC are issuing voluntary and Section 46(1) surveys which are not being offered for review by the ICG Subgroup.


Example:
Voluntary VOC survey for Adhesive and Sealants




Mandatory GHG survey (Section 46)

S. Howarth agreed to discuss with other Managers at EC.  However, he is usually not aware of surveys conducted outside of the Chemicals Control Branch.

2.  HFC Survey

Published in Gazette I on April 16, 2005

Not reviewed by ICG Subgroup (was to be same as 2001 survey)

Applies to importers of > 100 Kg of HFCs in 2004 whether:

· alone

· as part of a mixture or product (> 10 g/Kg)

· as part of a manufactured item (ie. Refrigerator, air conditioner, etc.)

Applies to Canadian purchasers (excluding refrigeration / AC service contractors who purchase < 10,000 Kg in 2004)

Problem with Section 10 clarified after publication:

Section 10 should read as:

"For each substance listed in Schedule 1, whether alone, in a mixture or in a product, that was sold in a quantity greater than 100 kilograms to a person in Canada provide the following information.

And

For each substance listed in Schedule 1, whether alone, in a mixture or in a product, that was sold to a person responsible for servicing refrigeration or air conditioning equipment in a quantity greater than 10,000 kilograms to a person in Canada provide the following information".

“Toxic” Transitionals

HFCs

Industry produced SNAC covering all new and transitional HFCs forwarded to EC for consideration.

SNAC did not contain any stewardship provisions.

Requested that all Ministerial Conditions be revoked and all new and transitional HFCs be added to the DSL with the SNAC.

Arkema Canada submitted a new substance notification for an HFC to push the issue.

Organotins

EC continue to revise the draft assessment reports.  Now examining fringe uses of existing organotins such as catalysts and glass coating.

DSL Confidential Listing

EC still reviewing their substance identity confidentiality policy.

Arkema Canada submission eligible for DSL listing early September 2005.
