TOXIC TRANSITIONALS

1.  Organotins


Industry developed use Guideline accepted by EC.


EC wish to formalize in the form of an Environmental Performance Agreement (EPA)


Pushing EC to agree to rescind all existing Ministerial Conditions and place the substances on the DSL when the EPA is finalized.

2.  HFCs


SNAc published for HFC 245fa in lieu of a Ministerial Condition.


EC have agreed that SNAc’s are the preferred management tool


Conference call scheduled for August 9 to finalize(?) plan for transitional and existing HFCs

3.  Organic Peroxides


On hold until organotins dealt with.


EC have given notice that initial assessment reports will be sent out for comment soon.

DSL CONFIDENTIAL LISTING


EC are still reviewing our arguments to allow a confidential listing on the DSL despite a listing on another countries inventory.


Final(?) Guidelines still include current policy of denying confidentiality requests if present on another countries inventory.


Assessment on Arkema Canada submission due early August.  EC requested additional justification.

SECTION 71 SUB-COMMITTEE

Nothing to report.

POLYMERS SUB-COMMITTEE

Issue:
Polymers of low concern remain on the Health Canada maximal list with a moderate chance of remaining. 

The problem is that the polymers CAS number is independent of molecular weight and we as individual companies cannot certify that all polymers meet low concern criteria. 

However, it can be argued that for a particular CAS number, those products that do not meet low concern criteria, would not meet the volume criteria to be included on the maximal list. 

It can also be argued polymers that do not meet the low concern criteria do not necessarily present a human health issue. 

Action:
Generate a list of polymers which we believe to be of low concern (and can provide proof if necessary?)


Letter to HC should include the list along with the above arguments.  (Letter should come from CPIA?)


ICG should get agreement from HC/EC that when Section 71 surveys are eventually issued they should specifically exempt polymers that meet the low concern definition.
