1.  Minutes of the last meeting
G. Granville reviewed the actions from the last meeting (May 12th ).  

2. New Substances Update
   a) R. Roth reported on the progress in discussions concerning on so-called “toxic transitionals”, such as organotins, HFCs, and organic peroxides (see Attachment 1). Significantly, instead of their earlier approach of using ‘conditions’, EC has agreed that a SNAc would be appropriate for managing a new HFC.

   b) The final decision on how EC will treat new DSL listings that a notifier wishes to maintain as identity-confidential, even though they have been disclosed on the public inventory of another country, has not yet been communicated to the ICG. Our formal submission seemed to have support (see Attachment 1). 
 Action 1: J.Soule will follow up with B. Made on this item.

   c) J. Nugent reported that ICG comments on the last version of the new NSNR Guidelines were submitted on June 29th. The main items were the confidential listings on the DSL and NDSL, as well as the treatment of toll manufacturing. These points have been resolved along the lines recommended by the ICG, except as noted in b), above.

   d) J. Soule indicated that there has not been any new information from EC concerning the process to handle the 1100 substances that were improperly nominated to the original DSL.

 Action 2: J. Soule will request an update from B. Made on the 1100 substances.

   e) B. Rebel reported on behalf of FPIC that the Options Analysis Paper has finally been issued by Health Canada. It is clearly an out-of-date document, but the impression is that there will eventually be new regulations under CEPA. FPIC will be holding a broad industry meeting on August 23rd in Toronto to build awareness and help develop FPIC’s formal response.

       In early July, S. Coombs met with Susan Fletcher, an Assistant Deputy Minister at HC. It was confirmed then that she is meeting regularly with Barry Stemshorn, the EC ADM, to work on CEPA subjects such as the “In Commerce List” of approximately 9,000 substances (treat as though ‘existing’?), and the single administrative window. Outlook seems encouraging.       
       S. Coombs also met with HC’s Office of Regulatory & International Affairs (ORIA) concerning the Options Analysis Paper. It was confirmed that comments on the paper will be due by the end of September, then there will be a series of stakeholder consultation meetings.
       There was some discussion about the $90M [over 5 years] that Environment & Health Canada have been allocated for Environmental Protection:  

     “$90 million to support scientific assessments and research under the Canadian Environmental  

        Protection Act, which will help reduce the exposure of Canadians to potentially harmful   

        substances.” (2005 Budget highlights)
It was suggested by A. Jones that the ICG should pressure EC/HC to come up with innovative approaches for the use of the $90M, rather than just spending it on an automatic increase of staff without a formal continuous improvement plan.
 Action 3:  G. Granville/J. Soule should raise this matter at the next Substance Management S.C. meeting.

3. S.71 Survey Sub-Group
R. Roth reported that there is nothing new from S. Howarth.  Some members expressed concern that we not be caught unaware, particularly with surveys from outside of Scott’s purview.

 Action 4:  R. Roth should follow up with Scott to ensure that he is plugged in to all EC Environmental Protection Service groups that might sponsor surveys on substances, and that he is bringing their plans to our sub-group.  
4. ICG CEPA Conference

J. Soule reported that the initial Conference Program had been distributed and some enhancements were underway. From government, 4 DGs will be presenting, along with 3 Directors and a host of others. The kick-off event on the second day will be unique, with the involvement of Paul Muldoon to bring an ENGO perspective.
5. Substance Management Sub-Committee Meeting

G. Granville and J. Soule reported on the first meeting of this group that was held May 19th. Other attendees affiliated with the ICG members were C. Cirko, S. Coombs, V. Cothros, J. Laurie-Lean, G. Lloyd, Anne McConnell, L. Santry and Judy Shaw.
Minutes were prepared and circulated by Industry Canada (see Attachment 2). One of the primary ICG issues was the quality and consistency of SLRAs released to date. The next meeting will be held September 6th.
Some examples suggested for use at the next meeting were:

- how to use the EC/HC funding of $90M

- organic peroxides – R. Roth

6. 2-Butoxyethanol (2BE) 
B. Rebel raised a concern about the proposed regulations for 2BE (see Attachment 3).
There was general concern about the potential impact on products and the onerous, ongoing reporting requirements. It was also felt that the PCO document on the application of the Precautionary Principle might be relevant to this issue. 

Action 5: B.Rebel agreed to convene a small group to develop comments on the proposed 2BE regulation. S. Peterson, V. Cothros, E. Bonaventura, A. McConnell, and G. Moss expressed interest.  

7. Categorization and Screening of the DSL

A. Jones and G. Granville reviewed briefly the discussions held with Environment Canada and Health Canada on June 1 (see Attachment 4).  This was the first dialogue with EC also involving representatives of the Canadian Environmental Network.  Updates to the categorization databases (with periodic releases of CDs – the next due in July) will be made until September 2006. 

EC also explained its prioritization strategy for substances categorized for SLRAs during the meeting and further discussions will continue on July 28.
Members felt that there would be value in sending out an updated communication note on the status of the CSDSL program to the ICG membership, as well as ICCA members, to solicit participation in the current context.

Action 6: A. Jones to modify his previous note to reflect the current status and distribute by the end of August.    

The only sub-group update was from R. Roth on Polymers (see Attachment 1).
It was agreed that polymers to be submitted for removal from HC’s maximal list need to be ones that specific ICG members can support with data/rationale.

Action 7: ICG members should send candidate polymers to R. Roth by mid-August.

Once the list is compiled the sub-group will have a conference call.
7. Presentation by Janet Beauvais and David Morin (see Attachment 5)
EC have a goal to establish SMILES notations for 70% of the UVCBs (based on the most environmentally relevant component).

Have now incorporated confidence ranking into the categorization data – high confidence is reserved for experimental data.

1060 substances don't have a path forward at present due to poor modeling profile or because they are data poor; any company data would be valuable for these.
Overlap with the HC November 2004 Maximal List is small.

EC will wait on international data becoming available (e.g. SIDS) unless there is an immediate risk they must act on.

Final communication of categorization will (probably) not be a gazette notice - Ministers need to be satisfied that categorization has taken place

EC will need advance notice from companies of any work in progress that could affect categorization well before September 30 deadline 

Data received after the deadline not used for categorization will be taken into account in both the prioritization process for risk assessment and the risk assessment itself.

EC intends to review the priority ranking periodically – probably every 5 years.

7. Dates for 2005 Meetings
The date for the next meeting was changed to Wednesday, September 7th.

The possible need for an additional meeting in the fall will be assessed at the September meeting.
